The disciplines: 
 

The Quarter Pipe 
The basic aim of the skier in the quarter pipe is the same as that of his 
snowboarding colleagues: he needs to show the highest and most spectacular tricks 
(spins, flips and grabs) possible in two separate hits. The tricks are then assessed 
according to style, height, difficulty, execution and show effect by several judges. 
No limits are set on the creativity of the competitors. 
 
The London Ride is going to be a unique urban freeski event with the Metro Snow 
Show offering the spectators more than just a Quarter Pipe competition.  The Metro 
Snow Show has many attractions such as a rail jam area, movie cinema screens, a 
fashion show and much more.  You can even learn to ski for the first time at the 
show 
  
The media will be there in force too.  A 24 minute TV program of the event is being 
filmed and distributed world-wide by Quattro Media.  A news feed from Ride 
Freesport will ensure the best runs and hits of the event are broadcast in High 
Definition, 720x576, Web Resolution, Podcast and 3GP formats for true global TV 
viewing.  With photographers, such as Melody Sky, Pally Learmond and Camilla 
Stoddart covering the event, the London Ride 07 will act as a UK showcase for 
urban Freeskiing.
